WVC Running Start-Course Equivalency Guide 

CWP   Political Science 203 or 205 plus one of the following: 

Sociology 201, Geography 102 or Economics 101 equal one credit of CHS CWP. 

Electives   Any course work at WVC will fulfill elective requirements. 

English    WVC English classes listed below will fulfill English requirements.  

Fine Arts  Any WVC Art, Music and Theater Arts classes will fulfill FA requirements. 

Health/PE WVC Class must emphasize physical activity or health. Ex:  PEH 180 Personal 

Wellness. Online PE is not accepted. 

History   WVC History 146 and 147 equal CHS History 11 requirements. 

Math   WVC Math 100 level or higher is equal to one credit of CHS Math. 

Occupational  Any WVC Ag, Business, Computer or Technology course will apply.  

Science WVC Science 100 level or higher is equal to one CHS Science credit. Ex:                           

Physics, Chemistry, Biology. 

Social Studies WVC History 118 and Psych or Sociology equal one CHS Social Studies credit. 

This is only needed if you did not take Global Studies at CHS. 

    

• If students don’t take CWP, they are responsible for arranging their senior 

culminating project through their CHS advisory teacher. 

• All WVC Classes must be 100 level or above to count on your CHS transcript. 

• You will not be given double credit for a class taken at CHS & WVC.  Ex:  Computer Applications.
