🔹 STUDENT AGREEMENT
By participating in Running Start, I understand and agree that:
1. College Student Status
I will be treated as a college student and expected to follow all college policies for registration, grading, attendance, and behavior.
2. Permanent College GPA
Grades earned at the college will begin my college GPA, which will remain on my transcript throughout my college career. These grades are also part of my high school transcript.
3. College Calendar Conflicts
WVC runs on a quarter system, while the high school runs on a semester schedule. I am responsible for managing any conflicts, including starting/ending dates and breaks.
4. Class Schedule Management
I must carefully manage my class schedule so it does not conflict with my high school classes, including Late Start Wednesdays.
5. Enrollment Verification Form (EVF)
I must complete the EVF with my high school counselor at least 48 hours in advance of registration each quarter.
6. Transportation
Transportation to and from the college is my responsibility. Cashmere School District does not provide transportation.
7. Graduation Requirements
If I do not complete the required high school courses by the end of winter quarter, I may not graduate on time. My diploma will be held until final Spring quarter grades are posted.
8. Course Funding Rules
· Running Start only covers 100-level or higher classes.
· I am responsible for tuition if I enroll in under-100-level courses or audit a class.
· I may be charged for courses taken above the allowed credits (FTE) on the EVF.
9. Books and Fees
I am responsible for purchasing my own books, parking permits, lab fees, and other materials.
10. WVC Add/Drop Process
I must follow WVC’s official add/drop process. Failing to do so may result in tuition charges or a failing grade.
11. Academic Performance
· I must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA per quarter at WVC.
· If I drop or fail a class, I may need to return to full-time high school.
12. Online Classes on Campus
If I am taking an online Running Start class and choose to stay on the CHS campus during that time, I am only allowed to work in the library. I am not permitted to sit in or work from any other classroom.
13. Athletics Eligibility
If I participate in sports, I must meet WIAA eligibility rules, which include maintaining academic progress.
14. Communication Responsibility
I must:
· Regularly check both my high school and WVC email
· Seek out important announcements, activities, and graduation details from my high school.
15. Advising and Graduation Planning
· I am responsible for working with WVC advisors (not high school counselors) to plan my degree path.
· I must also meet with my high school counselor to ensure I meet graduation and grade-level status.

🔹 PARENT/GUARDIAN AGREEMENT
As the parent/guardian of a Running Start student, I understand:
1. FERPA Privacy
My student is considered a college student. I may not have access to their grades, instructors, or attendance unless they sign a release form.
2. Limited School Oversight
High schools may not be notified if a student is failing a course until it is too late to intervene.
3. Communication Is the Student’s Responsibility
My student must independently stay informed about school activities, deadlines, and graduation requirements.
4. Financial Responsibilities
· I am responsible for books, supplies, transportation, parking, and fees.
· I understand the student may be charged if they register for:
· Courses under 100-level  
· Credits over the allowed limit on their EVF
· Classes added without approval
· Classes dropped improperly
5. Transportation Not Provided
I understand that Cashmere School District does not provide transportation for Running Start students.
6. Diploma Delay Risk
If my student fails a required class during their final term, graduation may be delayed until after spring grades are received.
7. Schedule Changes and Consequences
· If my student adds a class without proper clearance, we may have to pay for it.
· If they drop a class and are not passing, they may be required to return to the high school full-time.
