While enrolled in CSD, student must abide by CSD policies and procedures   Transportation 
NOTE:  Unless otherwise addressed in the agreement, the responsibility for the student remains with the resident school district (Special Ed., CRS, graduation  
requirements, state assessments, etc.).
