Regular Board Meeting 
November 18, 2013
Call to Order:

Chairman Christensen called the meeting to order at 7:01 P.M. 

Declaration of Quorum:

Board members Brian Maydole, Roger Perleberg, Kelly Green and Tracy Franklin were present There were ten others present including Superintendent Johnson.
1.0 Flag Salute –Chairman Christensen led the Pledge of Allegiance.
2.0 Approval of the Agenda –On a motion by Roger Perleberg, the Board approved the agenda as presented. 
3.0 Reports, Correspondence and Program – 

3.1
Board Report – Mr. Perleberg commented that Saturday’s playoff football game was awesome – boys had looked very good.

Chairman Christensen stated that Don Smith and Rose Shook deserved kudos for all of the work it took to put together the sixth grade Mock Congressional Hearing. He said it was obvious the students had learned a lot about public speaking, the Constitution and the making of laws. 


Superintendent Johnson said that the Veteran’s Day Assembly received only very positive statements. He also said that it would be rare to find any other community than Cashmere that gives such overwhelming community support for such events.  


Kelly Green stated that during the assembly she learned how to fold our flag, what a color guard is, and the origins of Veteran’s Day.


Chairman Christensen remarked on the success of our two FFA teams at Nationals in Nashville. He said that the time commitment required by the Teams to learn about the various meat cuts and food science is incredible. He also thanked Mr. Finch for all of his hard work and dedication to his students. 
Superintendent Johnson reported that the 2013 Cashmere Rotary Auction was record setting and that 90% of the funds go to Cashmere students in the form of scholarships.

Kelly Green advised that Cashmere Middle School 8th graders recently went on a field trip to CWU in order to give them a taste of what it could be like to go to college and she thought that it was a great opportunity and program.

Superintendent’s Report
3.3.1  
Enrollment/Year-End Budget Report – Dwight Remick provided the Board with a summary of the annual financial statement and advised that the District ended the year with a 5.9% fund balance of $783,973.00.

Superintendent Johnson reported that enrollment figures continue to remain above budgeted amount for the year.


Chairman Christensen thanked Mr. Remick and Superintendent Johnson for keeping the District on course. He stated that the ending fund balance did not just happen by chance, it took a lot of effort and he was very thankful for their hard work on behalf of the District. 
3.3.2
AFTERs/Extended Learning Report – Principals Sean McKenna and Tony Smith provided the Board with an update on their AFTERs programs. Mr. McKenna advised that they are providing interventions in math, language and literacy, in addition to offering enrichment programs in technology, math and science to approximately 60 students. 


Mr. Smith advised the MS is offering interventions in math and reading and enrichment programs in technology and math. 


Mr. Brown reported that the HS has in place “Plato Credit Retrieval” a program that provides an opportunity for students to work at their own pace and recover credits in order to graduate.  In addition, he said there is a team of freshman teachers working together to start an AFTER’s program for their students that are struggling.

Strategic Plan – Goal 2 and 3 Progress Report – Superintendent Johnson reported on the progress for the Districts Strategic Plan with regard to Goals 2 and 3 (attached).

Implementation of State Initiatives – Superintendent Johnson advised that the School District Reform Initiative Implementation Matrix/Self-Assessment form was created by Rob Cline, Brian Flones, Dr. McBride and himself in order to encourage and expand District partnerships. He said that though Districts might be using different instructional or leadership frameworks to achieve reform, the goals are the same.

Math Professional Development – Common Core Implementation – Mr. Cline advised that Friday Kim Dennis, an independent contractor through the University of Washington Center for Educational Leadership provided a day of math professional development related to Common Core State Standards.  
3.3.6
Don’t Wait Project – Superintendent Johnson advised that the “Unmake a Bully” public service announcements are currently running at movie theatres and on television. Teachers Susan Gubsch, Shelly Milne and Jillian Lowers were responsible for guiding their students through the process of script writing, directing and filming a PSA on ways to “unmake a bully”. The Board had the opportunity to watch each one of the 60 second PSAs.  
4.0 Visitors – Mr. Scott and his son, Adam attended the meeting and had a few comments to make to the Board. Mr. Scott stated he “likes the AFTER’s program” and that his son is currently involved. He said he also appreciated all the information that he was given prior to the start of the program. There were no other visitors.
