CALL TO ORDER:

1.1. Vice Chairman Maydole led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2.0 Approval of the Agenda - On a motion by Roger Perleberg, the Board approved the agenda as presented.
3.0 Reports, Correspondence and Program – 
3.1. League of Growers – Housing Proposal – Superintendent Johnson advised that he had attended the hearing on the League of Growers’ proposal to build housing for migrant and seasonal farmworkers coming into our area to work. He stated that the representatives answered questions and discussed the potential impact of the housing on area roads, utilities, emergency services and schools. Superintendent Johnson advised that apparently the League of Growers has met all of the requirements for the proposed housing.  He said that the representatives stressed the fact that the housing is not intended for permanent residency and that it was directly prohibited by the grant that would fund the project.

District Technology Plan Update – Superintendent Johnson reviewed with the Board the budget and five-year timeline for implementation of technology in the schools and District Office.  He indicated that this plan had been shared with the District Technology Committee for feedback and suggestions.
